Membership categories and rates for 2010. Standing orders available; cheques to WLGS

Annual individual membership £20 Full membership with voting rights for any woman who supports our aims. 
Lower rate £5 Full membership for unwaged or low waged women.
Group Associate membership £30 The minimum fee for organisations who wish to support our work eg councils, local political parties or council political groups, women’s organisations or national bodies. Associate members are kept informed and can join in activities, but cannot vote.
Individual Associate membership £10 For those who wish to support our work but do not want or are unable to participate as a voting member eg men. They can request to be kept informed.
