The Women’s Local Government Society campaigned to make sure women were able to be candidates on any council. Now we are working to ensure women have fair representation on all councils. That must mean an increase on the current levels of around 30%.

We recently celebrated 100 years since Margaret Ashton took up her seat in Manchester, and since her day thousands of women have decided to seek election. But just how do we take that decision? Researchers questioned candidates to find out, and their results show that women are far more likely to stand as candidates if they are asked:
